
Shark Bay Caravan Park Site Rules 

Check in time is between 2pm and 6pm, check out is before 10am. Please call if you want to check in or check out outside of these times. 

We have a strict one-car per site policy.  

Please be respectful of others staying at the park. Noise is to be kept to a minimum between 10pm and 7am.  

Speed limit in the park is 8km/h, please watch for children walking and riding around the park. 

We are a pet friendly park.  Please don’t leave your pets alone in the park. Pets must be kept on a leash when in the park. No pet of any kind shall enter the toilets and 
showers, laundry, camp kitchen, office, bbq and pool area. Guests are responsible for ensuring all animal waste is removed, bagged and disposed of in a bin. The pet 
owner agrees that the Park Manager reserves the right to evict any guests whose pet is deemed noisy, disruptive, and/or aggressive, or is the subject of complaints from 
other guests. 

Due to local water restrictions. There is no washing of cars, boats, motorhomes or caravans.  There are car/boat wash facilities in Vlamingh Crescent, Denham. 

There is a fast electric car charging facility at 42 Barnard Street, Denham. Car charging in the park is NOT permitted.  

Smoking is not permitted in the toilets and showers, laundry, camp kitchen, office, bbq and pool area. 

Children under 12 years must always be accompanied by a person over 18 years old in ablution blocks, camp kitchen and within the pool area.   

The pool closes at 7pm and is open at 8am. No one is allowed into the pool area after dark and before it re-opens in the morning. Please adhere to pool rules listed at 
pool area. Visitors of guests are not permitted to use the pool.  

E- Scooters are not to be ridden in the park. Push bikes can be ridden between 8.00am and dusk, however we ask that children do not ride on paths around the ablution 
block or around the office and park entry area. 

All non-general rubbish eg: broken chairs/gazebos must be taken with you when you leave. 

Fires are NOT permitted in the park at any time. 

No refunds apply for late cancellations or for amendments to bookings following check-in.  

We do not accept antisocial behaviour, excessive use of alcohol, use of drugs or acts of violence to others in the caravan park. 

Visitors are to report to the office before entering the park. 

Please note that we have cameras that monitor many areas of the caravan park.
